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Upon registration, the student accepts the responsibilities of attending all classes, arriving on time, and doing any work the 
instructor may prescribe. When absence from class is essential, the student is responsible for providing satisfactory evidence to 
the instructor to substantiate the reason for absence. The student is also responsible for making arrangements that are 
satisfactory to the instructor in regard to missed work. These arrangements should be made prior to the absence when 
possible. The instructor ls not obligated to accept work that was due during an unexcused absence. Among the reasons 
absences are considered excused by the university are the following: 

 
1. Participation ln an authorized university activity. 
2. Death or major Illness ln a student's immediate family. 
3. Illness of a dependent family member. 
4. Participation In legal proceedings or administrative procedures that require a student's presence. 
5. Religious holy day. 
6. Illness that ls too severe or contagious for the student to attend class. 
7. Required participation in military duties. 
8. Mandatory admission interviews for professional or graduate school which cannot be rescheduled. 

 
It is the student's responsibility to secure documentation of Illness from a physician (cannot be a parent). The 
documentation must contain the date and time the student sought treatment. Based upon the documentation, the instructor 
will decide whether makeup work will be allowed. All said documentation is due to the instructor no later than 2 weeks after 
the student's absence (your Instructor may require earlier submission). 

 
STUDIO CLASSES 
Because absence from class is detrimental to the learning process, studio art faculty will penalize the student's final average for 
absences beyond one week's worth of class: two days absence for M, W or T, TH classes, and three days for M, W, and F 
classes. Three tardies will count as one absence. It is the student's responsibility to inform the instructor after class if you arrived 
late. Otherwise, an absence for the class will be recorded. See your class syllabi for specific policies. 

 
LECTURE CLASSES 
The policy for lecture classes will be in accordance with the university policy. See your class syllabi for specific policies.
